After every big storm, entire neighborhoods are often swarmed by storm chasers — 
companies that roll in from out of town looking to make a quick buck, often with little regard to 
the homeowner.  Many times this results in slapping on the cheapest materials as quickly as 
possible, collecting checks and then disappearing. 

It may seem convenient, but here’s the hidden danger: when the roof leaks or problems arise 
months later, those “roofers” are long gone. And when you call for your warranty… It could 
quite possibly be worthless.

2. The One Question Most Homeowners Forget to Ask 

Most people ask about price, shingles, or timing, but the one question most people may not 
even think to question, can be a very critical one:​

Why does this matter? Because if an uninsured roofer or crew member is injured on your 
property or even killed. And you could be the one left holding the bag and may risk facing a 
costly lawsuit.
